Read common exception words, noting
unusual correspondences between spelling
and sound and where these occur in the word.

Read other words of more than one syllable that
contain taught GPCs.

Read words with contractions [for example,
’m, P, we’ll, and understand that the
apostrophe represents the omitted letter(s)

Read books aloud, accurately, that are
consistent with their developing phonic
knowledge and that do not require them to use
other strategies to work out words

Reread these books to build up their fluencyand
confidence in word reading.

Throughout Year 2 children are expected to:
Choose books to read for their own pleasure
- Participate in discussion about books (e.g. sharing their opinions on whether they like/dislike the book)
- Answer arange of questions based on VIPERS - both verbally and in written form.
- Broaden their understanding of a range of ambitious vocabulary - recall the meanings and put words into context.

- Continue to apply phonic knowledge and skills
as the route to decode words until automatic
decoding has become embedded and

reading is fluent.

- Read accurately by blending the sounds in
words that contain the graphemes taught so far,
especially recognising alternative sounds for
graphemes.

- Read accurately words of two or more
syllables that contain the same graphemes as
above.

- Read words containing common suffixes.

Read further common exception words, noting
unusual correspondences between spelling
and sound and where these occur in the word.

- Read most words quickly and accurately,
without overt sounding and blending, when
they have been frequently encountered.

- Read aloud books closely matched to their
improving phonic knowledge, sounding out
unfamiliar words accurately, automatically and
without undue hesitation.

- Reread these books to build up their fluency
and confidence inword reading.

- Children can read stories and passages at the
pace of 90 words per minute.

- They can read all sounds in words, including
multisyllabic words, with little or no hesitation.

- Listening to, discussing and expressing views
about a wide range of contemporary and
classic poetry, stories and non-fiction at a level
beyond that at which they can read
independently.
